
What Gets Sent to Utah State HOSA?
A non-refundable fee of $125.00 is due to Utah State HOSA postmarked no later than April 28, 2009.  Please give your money to your advisor so that the proper registration forms can be completed.  This check should be made out to Utah State HOSA.  This includes national registration moneys, pins, T-shirt, Utah breakfast and goodies.  
There is an extra charge for students ($25.00) or advisors ($50.00) wishing to attend the leadership academies at the conference.  Please include it with your registration.  The booklet will let you know how much more to add.
The advisor should send the following to Denise Abbott at this time:

1. A copy of the HOSA National Leadership Conference Registration Form.  (Please make a copy and keep for your files.  Please take a copy with you to Nationals.)  Registration will be done online, similar to how we registered for the State Leadership Conference. 

2. Medical Liability for each student, advisor, and chaperone. (Please make a copy for each one of your students and keep it for your files.  Please take the copies with you to Nationals.)

3. Code of Conduct for each student, advisor, and chaperone.  (Please make a copy for each one of your students and keep it for your files.  Please take the copies with you to Nationals.)

4. T-Shirt Size Request.

5. $125.00 per person (students, chaperones, and advisors).  Please add additional money for state officer training, advisor training, or the body event.  Please make out the checks to Utah State HOSA.

AIR SCHEDULES:


Please work directly with Rusty to schedule your flights.  Flights will be done on a first come, first serve basis.  The flights do vary in cost, and that cost is per person, so please get your information to Rusty asap.  April 28th is the absolute last day to book – however, do not wait.  We were able to reserve 125 tickets at the current fare and once they are gone, they are gone.

HOSA Code of Conduct 

(Keep a copy, send a copy to Denise)
A good reputation enables members to take pride in their organization.  HOSA members have an excellent reputation.  Your conduct at any HOSA function should make a positive contribution to the reputation that has been established.

1. Your behavior should be professional at all times and reflect positively of you, your school/college, your state, and HOSA.

2. Student conduct is the responsibility of the student monitored by the local chapter advisor.  Students shall keep their advisors informed of their activities and whereabouts at all times.  (HOSA conference name badges shall be worn at all times.)  Students should stay in groups and not leave with strangers.

3. You are expected to attend all general sessions and other scheduled conference activities.  Please be prompt and show respect to those in the audience and on stage.

4. Members are to report any accidents, injuries, or illnesses to their local and state advisor immediately.

5. Members are expected to observe the designated curfew.  (Curfew means being in your own room by the designated hour.)

6. Students are responsible for paying any additional room charges-phone calls, movies, food, etc.-as well as any charges incurred for vandalism, damage, or theft.

7. Members/participants attending the HOSA event may not purchase, consume, or be under the influence of alcohol or drugs at any time.  Violators will be subject to stringent disciplinary action.

8. Smoking or chewing tobacco is not allowed.

9. Students who disregard the rules will be subject to disciplinary action and will be sent home at their own expense.  Parents will be notified.

10. Students are not to have access to vehicles during the HOSA activity.  In case of exception approved by the high school principal and the parent, the student is not to be transport other students.

11. Members should abide by the dress code during the entire event.  Tank tops, mini-skirts, mini-shorts, bikinis, and spaghetti straps are unacceptable during the conference.

GENERAL SESSIONS PROTOCOL

The general sessions should be enthusiastic, but must not be rude or obnoxious to those in the audience or on stage.  It is important to remain seated until the end of the session.  People that do not adhere to general session protocol will be asked to send a representative to a special meeting of the State Executive Council.

Congratulations on qualifying for the National HOSA Leadership Conference.  We look forward to your continued success.  The NLC will be held in Nashville, TN on June 23 through June 28.





Each first place secondary winner or secondary state officer will be able to receive $300.00 from the state CTSO towards their conference fees.  We will use this towards the cost of the hotel.  A student may not receive more than one stipend.  At the National HOSA Conference, a delegate may only participate in one event from Categories I – V. If your student won more than one event, he/she will need to choose which event you will compete in at Nationals.  Please let Denise know asap. Although National HOSA allows places 1, 2, and 3 to attend the national convention, you will be subjected to your district rules.  Please check with your advisor and your district CTE director for your district policies.  Along with this, your district will determine whether or not the students may use frequent flier miles and through whom the travel arrangements will be made.  We have provided information from Classic Travel, but you are not obligated to use them. 





We will apply the $300.00 State Secondary Travel Stipend to the hotel for the first place winners and the state officers.





Please watch for deadlines.  They will be strictly adhered to.  Airfare and optional event passes may not be refunded at all – you will have to work with your travel agent AND Utah HOSA will not refund any registration money or hotel money after April 28th – our final deadline date for registration.
