I have had many requests for the paperdoll pattern, sorry it took so long.

 

I am trying to send the little paperdoll pattern I use with my Into to Early Childhood Education students; one of the early things I do with them is to give each a cardstock copy of the paperdoll, they cut it out and dress the paperdoll to represent themselves.....I give a lot of scrap stuff for them to trim with (beads, yarn, small pieces of fabric, felt, squiggly eyes, fake eyelashes (craft store), markers, crayons, construction paper)......I always get cute stuff (even had someone stick cotton in for breasts on one) then they put them on the wall and everyone guesses who did what..fun to ask adminitration when they drop in if they can guess who the doll is? Each student explains why they dressed their doll in the way they did.......
