I’ve done projects like this before but had them make a phone call.  Everyone was assigned a different company to call and them I grouped them when they came back to class with their results.  They compared 4-6 companies depending on the size of the group but only had to make one phone call each.   I gave each group a sheet of butcher paper and they had to make a grid with the companies and information for each so they could see it side by side.  I gave them a script to read while they were on the phone.  I think it helps with their communication skills to have to speak with a professional on the phone.  I’ve never had a company refuse information once the student identified themselves as a student and explain they were doing a school project.  Good luck!
