I just made this up and thought you might be interested.  I haven't tried it with my class yet so I don't know exactly how it will work, but I'm going to try.  I learned this game in college--we called it "Poor Man's Cranium."  You divide in teams and give each team several slips of paper, maybe 5-10, depending how many people you have and how much time you have.  Usually you have people write things on the paper, such as names of real or fictional people, song titles, pretty much anything.  I made a list of words already that I want my Foods I class to use, and that is what I'm attaching.  When you play, each team takes turns.  One person from the team gets up and has all the slips in the bowl, and tries to get their team to guess as MANY AS THEY CAN in one minute.  How ever many they get right in a minute is how many points they get. (make sure they don't put the slips back in the bowl)

 

Round 1:  The person giving clues can say as many words as they want, as long as they aren't on the paper, to get the team to guess.

Round 2:  After you have gone through all the papers, put them back in for Round 2.  This time the person can only say 1 word.  If they say more, they have to put it back and get another one.

Round 3:  They have to act it out and can't say any words.

 

If they pull one out that they don't know or don't want to do they can put it back in the bowl and get a different one, but I think I may make a rule that they can't put back more than 3 in one turn.

 

I think this will be interesting with Foods terms.  I'm not sure how they will act out some of this stuff--I might decide just to do the first two rounds.  This will be a last day activity for me, so I'm hoping it will make them think about some of the things we have learned, as well as realize how much they really know.  

 

Hopefully these instructions make sense, and hopefully someone will find this useful.  I used to love this game.  It probably works better with a smaller group of 10-15, but it works okay with larger groups too, you just have to have more teams.
