How to Raise A Reader/Writer

. Talk, sing & play with your child
Expand on what your child says
Talk through simple daily tasks
Recite Nursery Rhymes
Describe child’s favorite activities

. Make time to read together each day
Bed time, naptime
Don’t forget time with Dad & Grandpa
(boys may think of reading as feminine)
Bring along books when running errands

3. Choose books with care
Include child in choice
Look for books that relate to child’s world
(vacations, new school, etc) '

4. Surround child with reading material
Subscribe to child’s magazine
Help child make books of their own

5. Slow down & have fun )
Don’t hurry-pause frequently _
Comment and ask questions ’ B e
Follow the child’s cues =
Try skipping predictable phrase letting child Gl in blank

6. Read it again & again . . .

Parents Guide to Reading With Children

0-6 months Any book that provides the audio stimulation of rhythmic sounds.
6-12 months  Board books containing photos of familiar objects, rhymes and songs
Picture books
12-24 months Picture books containing photos of children doing familiar things:
Sleeping, playing with animals etc
Books with few words on a page, typically bye bye & hello
Books containing rhyme & predictable actions
2-3 years Stories about everyday experiences:
Going to school, to Grandma’s, playing with toys
Simple text that they can memorize
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
